VACCINATION PROTOCOL(2009)

1.  Core Vaccination recommended:

Eastern/Western encephalitis; tetanus toxoid (yearly)– Encevac T vaccine

West Nile Vaccine (yearly) - 

2.   High Risk Vaccinations recommended:

(for performance, breeding and young horses)


Influenza – recommended every six months


EHV4/1(rhinopneumonitis) – recommended every six months

Recommendations this year for vaccination would include Fluavert IN (influenza) with Prodigy (EHV1/4) IM initially with a follow-up booster with Calvenza (influenza and EHV4/1) six months later – ideally around June/July

3.   Optional:


Rabies – in endemic areas but is highly recommended for human concerns

Strangles – recommended only when in an epidemic as the vaccines have had added complications

Potomac Horse Fever – for east coast shows or deliveries
